3b. Now prepare the 4ft Blank Panel in order to create an’L’ shape in the corner with the two
panels.

3¢. DO NOT fix the panels at this stage to the
floor. This is because you need to leave room for
adjustements in the final stages of the shed build.

6a. Now place a 3ft Blank Panel side as shown. Repeat this step for all other sheds. Please use
reference on above for correct sections required according to your shed size.

7b. Fix the panels together with screws as shown in
the diagram. You may require some supports to keep
the frame upright whilst building longer sheds.

7c¢. Repeat the previous step until the
walls of the shed are complete.

REMEMBER the Blank Panel should but
up to the end of the Floor Panel, sitting
nicely on to the Floor Block.

16a. Using the Felt Strips provided cover the edges of the roofs and ends of the roof felt. You will

need to measure these and saw to fit to your requirements and create the perfect roof finish as
shown below.

16b. Drill in the felt strips as shown on front and back of the shed to finish the roof off. Use the
framework of the roof blocks to screw the felt strips down to. The felt strips will give your shed a neat
finish for the roof and hide any overhang areas of the roof felt.
